The best excursion was to Paris, where we enjoyed
the breathtaking views across the city from the Eiffel Tower before a
coach tour to see the sights including the Arc du Triomphe, the Louvre
and the Champs-Elysées. Overall the trip gave us a better understanding
of the French culture and language, as well as being great fun!

Building works - making the school a better plamedveryone

Over the summer there has been a lot of work on improving facilities and buildings around the school. The most notable being
the extension of the East Wing Hall which will give us more space and seating with better seats and tables. This will not only be
a dining area but will also be an extended learning zone for the RIC and independent learning. The extension will be complete
this term. Much of the West Wing roof and the kitchen roof has been replaced, a new hot and cold water system has been
installed in East Wing (funded by the Local Authority) and the West Wing boys toilets have been revamped and now include an
extra disabled loo. Students will now have more modern, modular and private cubicles, something which we hope to roll out
through the school in due course. The school electrical supply will be upgraded to prevent power failures over the winter and
heating systems have been replaced in various locations. You may not notice that drains and gutters have been cleared
however it is the small but essential maintenance that make the difference during severe weather. We are constructing a new
media room in R13 and turning E2 into a dedicated IT classroom. Room M132 has new heating and the lab in R30 has been
improved and many classrooms have been redecorated. In the midst of continuous work over the summer, we have still been
host to the Albion football road show, Teenspirit Summer School, Earwig’s summer school, Sussex Archery Club, Stagecoach
Theatre School and various other football clubs, community groups and the local cheerleaders! Thank you to all the staff who
worked hard over the summer holidays. We look forward to welcoming you back to a bigger and brighter school, which we will
