v BMS logo to be seen on uniform

v No jewellery except watch, one plain ring
per hand, one necklace and one stud /
small sleeper per ear (For health and safety
reasons, hoops should not be large enough

v No other visible piercings are allowed.

to be used on the school site

x No skateboards or scooters to be brought
into school

x Any of the above items worn or used
incorrectly will be confiscated immediately.
